Now that we have made it through the ice, cold, snow and even a polar vortex, we 
can enjoy the beauty and renewal that spring brings. As you begin to spend more 
time outside, look around and see the fresh start that is spring. The trees are     
blooming, flowers begin to emerge from the earth and  baby birds and animals are 
making their appearance as they explore their surroundings.  

Spring is the perfect time for babies to be born. The warmer months make it easier 
for their moms and dads to find food for them and it is an easier time for them to 
survive. Many of the babies that we encounter in Ohio depend on a  parent to care 
for and feed them, but some are on their own just days after they are born or hatch.  

As we begin to see these animals, it is important for us to know if and when we 
should help them. As the babies grow and explore, they will spend less time  being 
cared for by a parent and begin fending for themselves. Unless an animal is injured 
or clearly in distress or you know for a fact that the  
parent is dead, donôt assume that they are orphaned. 
Leave the animal alone because a parent is probably 
nearby feeding or watching from afar because it is 
frightened by your presence.   

Deer often leave their young in a tree line, garden or 
flowerbed area while they are foraging. They could be 
gone for several hours but they are also watching out   
for their young. Rabbits make their nests in depressions 
in the ground and line them with fur from the mother   
and cover them loosely with grass. The mother spends 
most of the daylight hours away from their nest site. If a 
nest has been disturbed and you see a baby, you can 
place it back into the nest and cover it with grass. 

 If you see a baby bird on the ground, it has 
possibly fallen from its nest. You can place 
the bird back into the nest or in a small box 
hanging from a tree branch. It is safe to do 
this and will not keep the mother or father bird 
from taking care of them.  

Turtles are on the move once warm              
weather arrives. Sometimes a roadway 
stands between them and their destination so, 
if you find one crossing a road, help them 
cross by picking them up and carefully     
moving them in the same direction that they 
were headed.  

I hope that this information is helpful and   
assures you that the animals are ok on their 
own. Remember these are wild                  
animals and they are meant to survive                
in nature. If you are not sure if you should 
help, you can call National Trail or a local 
Wildlife Rehabilitator.
